Our Priorities for Police Reform

We believe the window for creating lasting change is now

As the marches and rallies for police reform
continue, the ACLU of Utah is joining the
policy discussions heating up in city council
chambers, town hall meetings, and legislative
hearings. So far, the Utah Legislature banned
chokehold restraints and the Salt Lake City
Council restricted purchases of military-sur-
plus equipment for law enforcement. But
those first measures should not be the last
word. Much more needs to be done to change
use of force rules, reform training, and bolster
accountability. Current police policies fail the
public by allowing law enforcement to justify
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an overuse of deadly force, which dispropor-
tionately happens against Black, Brown, and
Indigenous people in Utah. In 2018, 19 peo-
ple died from police shootings in Utah, and
13 people have already died this year. Until
we establish legal and policy systems that
encourage police accountability, we cannot
have equal justice under the law.

Listed below are 17 priority areas for
police reform identified by the ACLU of
Utah and shared by many of our allies in this
important work.
